The Ladies’ College
The Ladies’ College was founded in 1872. It is a member of the GSA and operates as a direct grant school within the Bailiwick of Guernsey. There are 581 pupils between the ages of 2 ½ and 18.  The newly opened Pre-School opened in September 2009 they now have (38) children registered.  The Junior School (131 pupils) occupies a separate building with its own staff. The Senior School (412 pupils) occupies purpose built premises opened in 1964. The school is academically selective throughout. It regularly features amongst the leading U.K. School as regards examination results we are often make it into the top 100 independent schools. The ethos of the school allows all girls to fulfil their potential in both academic and non-academic ways and the attitude of the girls towards education allows academic teaching to blossom.

There is a three-form entry at 11+ and most classes comprise 20 to 25 girls. All girls take ten GCSEs and the vast majority proceed on to the Sixth Form. The College operates a Sixth Form partnership with Elizabeth College (HMC boys’ direct grant school). Thirty-three subjects are offered at AS and A2 level. All AS and A2 classes may include boys as well as girls. Most students progress to university on leaving the Ladies’ College.

Mathematics Department

Mathematics is a significant subject at the Ladies’ College where we employ six Specialist Mathematicians.

Mathematics is taught in a traditional manner in four or five sets by ability for the five years of the IGCSE course. At IGCSE level about one-quarter gain an A*, one-half an A and the rest a B, occasionally a C. Each set receives three hours instruction per week and considerable responsibility is placed on individual staff within the department. Staff set and mark their own exams and there are regular departmental meetings.
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In recent years, a link at sixth form level has been forged with the nearby boys school, Elizabeth College. This means that there is considerable overlap in sixth form teaching between the two schools with both schools providing roughly half the staffing required to teach four full A-level sets in both Upper and Lower 6 and a large (approximately 20 students) Further Mathematics set in both year groups. Just under half the girls in the sixth form study A-level Mathematics and/or Further Mathematics with many going on to highly academic universities including Oxbridge. In addition to Pure Mathematics, there are opportunities to teach Mechanics, Decision Mathematics and Statistics.

We welcome applications from teachers at any stage of their career and can offer a rewarding position in an academic environment with plenty of variety at a level commensurate with experience and ambition.

Remuneration

Guernsey has its own salary scale. The remuneration for this post will be on a scale between £26,772 and £38,443 according to qualifications and experience. There is also an Upper Pay Scale from £40,600 to £43,183 for teachers who have worked for more than six years and have successfully crossed the threshold. All full-time teachers employed in Guernsey have to contribute to the States of Guernsey Public Servants’ Pension scheme which is fully transferable into and out of the DFEE Teachers’ Superannuation Scheme. Removal expenses up to a maximum of £2,000 will be paid by the school. This shall be repayable if you leave the position within 1 year. 

Residence in Guernsey is controlled by the Housing Authority. The College is required to apply for a Housing Licence on behalf of staff who are not locally qualified. This post will hold a 5 year licence.
