We are writing regarding a proposal to run a TEFL (Teaching English as a Foreign Language) course after
the GCSE or A-level examinations are completed next summer.

The two-day course will run from 09:00 until 16:00 at The Ladies' College on:
Monday 3 July and Tuesday 4 July 2023 (available for all years)

UK-TEFL will provide a TQUK accredited course, which covers a broad curriculum and includes lesson
preparation and planning, teaching practice and grammar tenses.
